YOUR LINEUP NUMBER will be emailed prior to parade day. THE PARADE ROUTE starts at the corner of 2nd
Ave S and 3rd St S near Williams-Dingmann Funeral Home, heading north on 2nd Avenue, then ending on 4th Street
N near Harvest Fellowship Church. SEE ROUTE MAP.

Please give us a description of your parade unit on the entry form and include a mini “advertisement” about your
business/organization. Units should not exceed the maximum height of 13.6 feet, and the maximum width of 20 feet.
Animal units MUST have a cleanup crew behind them. Walking units encouraged to wear battery lights to be seen.

Candy, coupons, brochures, etc. may be HANDED OUT on the sides of the street, NEVER THROWN from your
unit or vehicle!! This rule will be highly enforced by the City of Sauk Rapids and the parade staff. No alcoholic
beverages are to be consumed in the staging area or along the parade route. Violators will be removed from the parade
and/or forfeit any chance for awards. Please read the Parade Rules and Regulations for more instructions.

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PARADE RULES & REGULATIONS

We ask your cooperation in adhering to the following parade rules and regulations during the
Sauk Rapids Downtown Jingle ¢ Mingle Parade:

The PARADE starts at 5:00 pm SHARP on Saturday, December 6, 2025. The route runs on SECOND AVENUE
downtown, from the corner of 3rd Street South, heading north to Harvest Fellowship Church, ending at 4th Street
North. Units will disperse after 4th Street North or continue on 2nd Avenue North to depart the parade route.

PLEASE, NO LIVE SANTA WITH YOUR UNIT NOR WALKING IN THE PARADE! A special horse/carriage
will feature Santa and Mrs. Claus in the parade. Playing holiday music with your unit is highly encouraged. LOTS OF
LIGHTS are a must and be sure to point spotlights on your riders, royalty, or animals so they can be seen in the dark!

. Units will be placed in the lineup at the discretion of the parade committee for proper balance, sound, participants and

audience considerations; entries are NOT guaranteed front placement based on early receipt of applications. All parade
participants should dress according to the weather! Cancellations due to severe weather will be announced as early as
possible on parade day.

ALL decorated units will be judged for a chance to win CASH AWARDS: 1st=$150, 2nd=$125, 3rd=$100, and 4th=$75.
Winners will be selected by a panel of judges for 2025’s BEST IN PARADE and announced in local media. Our featured
radio personality will MC the parade, announcing your unit with the “mini commercial” you provide about your
business/organization. Please be sure to include this information on your Parade Entry Form.

Please enter the LINE-UP AREA from 4th Street South (near the Benton-Stearns Education District building).
SEE MAP: Units will be lined up on BOTH SIDES OF THE STREETS, facing north. Please park your unit behind your
assigned number as close to the curb as possible. Ask Parade Staff to assist you in finding your spot if needed.

Overflow parking for parade-related vehicles ONLY will be allowed in the adjacent parking lots in the Lineup Area. All
other vehicles dropping oft parade participants must leave the area.

Line-up begins at 4:00 pm and all units MUST be ready at least 10 minutes prior to the 5:00 pm start of the parade.
The line-up area includes residential homes and properties. We ask you to be extra careful and courteous to private
property. DO NOT BLOCK DRIVEWAYS or INTERSECTIONS. DO NOT LITTER!

Maximum height of units is 13.6 feet and the maximum width is 20 feet. When adding lights and decorations to your
unit, please keep safety in mind when using generators, converters, batteries, extension cords, and all forms of power
sources and supplies. Please stay 15-20 feet from the unit in front of you - DO NOT CREATE GAPS! - to maintain a
smooth flow with the pace of the parade. Please follow instructions by Parade Staff to ensure the safety of participants as
well as the viewing audience.

Animal entries must have a separate “clean-up crew” following their unit through the parade; animals must be diapered
if a clean-up crew is not utilized. Animals must be restrained to the unit or within a controlled environment to prevent
risks, danger or possible harm to audience members, parade participants or property.

CANDY, coupons or brochures may be HANDED OUT along the sides of the road, NEVER THROWN FROM UNITS!!
This rule will be highly enforced by the City of Sauk Rapids and the parade committee. No racing of engines or care-
less driving of motorized units. Absolutely no riders on equipment or parts of vehicles not designed as seating areas.
Absolutely NO alcoholic beverages will be allowed in the staging area or on the parade route! Please contact Parade Staff
if you see any of the parade rules and regulations being violated.
